Parbold concert: Saturday April 17th 
Venue: The Village Hall, Parbold.  There is a small map on the flyer that I sent out earlier this term. 
Arrival time: 1.30pm for seating prior to the start of the rehearsal at 2.00pm 
Pick up time: 9.30pm 
Dress: School winter uniform; knee length navy blue socks; blazer; clean black school shoes; navy 
blue or black hair bobbles/bands.  (Please ensure that your daughter’s hair is tied back if it is long 
enough) 
Supervision: Your daughter will be supervised by members of staff during the rehearsal and concert.  
Your daughter should bring a book or small, quiet game to play during the break between the 
rehearsal and concert. 
Packed tea: Please ensure that your daughter has plenty to drink with her (not fizzy drinks or drinks 
in glass bottles, please) along with a packed tea. 
Tickets: these must be purchased directly from Douglas Music Society.

Venue: Centenary Hall

Dress: as above

Tickets: these will be available through the school box office.  (£8.00 adults; £6.00 concessions.  
Orders can be returned via your daughter’s form teacher.) Details of this concert are on the enclosed 
flyer.
