Enterprise Day Monday 10th June 2019 

 
As part of our on-going Careers programme, on Monday 10th June there will be an ‘Enterprise Day’ in 
which all of Year 10 will be expected to participate. This event is designed to encourage students to 
handle uncertainty and respond positively to change, to create and implement new ideas and ways of 
doing things, and to take and manage risks. It helps them develop a 'can do' attitude and the drive to 
make ideas happen. 
 
This day long role play aims to develop a series of key transferable life skills for students, using the 
context of a business start-up.   Students will learn about the skills and personal qualities that a 
successful business needs from its team of individuals. They will also end the day with an understanding 
of the basic principles of starting a new business.  Across three lively and interactive sessions, trainers 
with their own experience in business will lead students through the sessions where their skills will be 
developed and built upon within a developing scenario.
