Year 11, 12 & 13 Speech Day 2020: Tuesday 30 June 7-9pm In the marquee at MTBS for prizewinners, 
parents/guardians and staff. 
 
Joint U6 Leavers’ Ball: Friday 3 July 2020 in the evening at Aintree Racecourse a joint event with the 
Girls’ School for Upper Sixth students, parents/guardians and staff. 
 
The summer 2019 examinations may seem like a long way away at the moment, but we also need to 
share some important information to avoid any issues next June. During the Spring Term, students will 
be given individual timetables which will inform them of when their final written examinations will 
take place, usually from early May to mid-June. When students receive their timetables there will be a 
contingency examination day added to their timetable.
