Pupils involved in the programme
undertake a series of informal and formal concerts, participate in local and international
competitions and regularly tour.

support pupils to make progress with their voices

e Arrange and/or take sectionals or rehearsals when required

e Cover vocal technique and healthy production in lessons, including musicianship and
sight-reading skill development

e Organise their own timetable in accordance with the school day and required rotation
system

e Provide support to the music department and undertake any appropriate tasks as
requested by the Director of Music

e Attend concerts, recitals, other events and parents’ evenings as requested by the
Director of Music

e Use aregister system to record pupils’ practice and attendance.

e Be responsible for own professional development through active learning and reflective
practice.

e Attend training as required including INSET days at the start of each term and a termly
VMT meeting

e To be an ambassador for Merchant Taylors’ Schools; representing the Schools with
professionalism, enthusiasm and loyalty at all times.
